Administrative Appeals: The Board of Appeals shall hear and decide where it is
alleged there is an error in any order, requirement, decision, or determination made by the
Code Enforcement Officer in the enforcement of this Ordinance or in the BOCA Building
Ceodes-City’s adopted building code. The Board may waive any portion of the BOCA
Codes- building code only if such waiver (s) fully complies with good, sound
engineering practices. If a waiver is granted, the waiver shall only apply to that particular
project. The action of the Code Enforcement Officer may be modified or reversed by the
Board of Appeals, or a waiver granted from the BOCA-Cedes building code, by a
concurring vote of at least 4 members of the Board.
